PRE-K AGES 2 - 5:

Leotards: Any leotard is acceptable in class.
However, please note; a black camisole or
black tank leotard will be required for end of

semester performances.

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PRE-K AGES 2 - 5 Cont.

Tights: Not required in class but encouraged. They are required for end
of semester performances & are more comfortable than bare legs in class

as dancers dance on the floor. Must be light pink.

Ballet Slippers: Not required in class but are required for end of
semester performances. If without slippers in class, dancers must have

bare feet.

Hair: Pulled seeurely out of the face. Please limit hair accessories as “‘

they often fall out. % %

Boys: Fairly form-ficting sweat bottoms & t-shires. Black slippers or

bare feet.

KINDERGARTEN - TEEN | CORE CLASSES

Leotards: Solid-black camisole or tank leotard.
Tights: Light pink ballet tights, footed or convertible.
Slippers: Light pink, split sole, canvas ballet slippers. Please purchase

name brands (such as Block or Capezio).

Hair: Tight bun. Please use bobby pins & hairnets. Where buns are not
reasonable due to hair length or texture, please ensure the hair is pulled

Ballet & Contemporary Tech 1, 2 & 3 will wear their
assigned class leotard (female students) or tank (male scudents). <=

Your account will be charged $39.00 for leotards & $30.00 for tanks.

Contemporary Tech classes can wear black socks or bare feet. Solid-colored,
tight—fitting 1eggings are eneouraged.

Ballet Tech classes will wear 1ight pink ballet tights and canvas, sp]it sole ballet
shoes.

We ask that you help your dancer maintain the dress code. It will benefit them in
the following ways:

1. If you look the part, you act the part.

2. Limits distraction.

3. Helps students and teachers see and create lines, posture and proper technique

within the body.

DROPPING A CLASS

The studio operates on a school-year calendar, as opposed to month to month or
session to session. It is expected that each dancer will attend for the duration of the
school year as class content works towards & culminates in a performance each
semester.

Request to Drop

If your dancer cannot continue classes, request a drop by emailing the studio at
least 2 weeks before the beginning of the next month. Students who do not provide
at least two weeks notice will be responsible for the next month’s tuition.
